Cultural Tour Programme to Armenia

Itinerary

Day 1 (Departure from and Arrival to Yerevan )

Departure from/ arrival at Zvartnos airport in Yerevan . The guide meets the group at the
airport and transfers to the Hotel in Yerevan . Check in the hotel. Overnight in Yerevan.

Day 2 (Yerevan city tour / Matenadaran/History Museum (B/L/D)

Breakfast at the hotel. Yerevan City Tour with a high-scale view
point over the city, the Cascade and main places of interest(Cascade,
City Park, Abovyan street, Republic Square) with photo-stops.
Matenadaran - The Mesrop Mashtots Institute of Ancient
Manuscripts, commonly referred to as the Matenadaran, is an ancient
manuscript repository located in Yerevan. It holds one of the world's
richest depositories of medieval manuscripts and books which span a :
broad range of subjects, including history, philosophy, medicine, literature, art history and
cosmography in Armenian and many other languages. Tsitsernakaberd-Genocide Memorial
(Museum). Lunch. National History Museum-The History Museum of Armenia is the national
museum of Armenia founded in 1919 as Ethnographic-Anthropological Museum-Library.

Welcome dinner party at the
restaurant with traditional Armenian life music. Overnight in Yerevan.

Day 3 (Sevan Lake / Sevan Monastery / Haghpat/ Sanahin/ Yerevan )(B/L/D)

Breakfast at the hotel. Sevan Peninsula. Visit of Sevan monastery.
Originally made from three churches, the monastery was built on
an island. Receding waters in the mid-twentieth century created
the current peninsula. The island was uninhabited until the end of
the eighth century A.D., when monks built a chapel and a group
of cells. The monastery was founded in 874 by King Ashot I, the
first king of the Bagratid kingdom, and his daughter Mariam. Two
churches remain, St. Arakelots and Astvatsatsin. The island
monastery was, according to historians of the time, used both for
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worship and pilgrimage, and as a place of exile for Armenian noblemen who had fallen into
disgrace. It also was the residence and headquarters for Ashot I, from which he led a battle
against invading Arabs beginning in 859.

) Drive to Sanahin Monastery(10™ century AD —

;nm .. ~ w2 UNESCO). Sanahin Monastery is an Armenian
g s monastery founded in the 10th century in the Lori
Province of Armenia. The name Sanahin literally
translates from Armenian as "this one is older than that
one", presumably representing a claim to having an older
“#% monastery than the neighbouring Haghpat Monastery.

The two villages and their monasteries are similar in many ways, and lie in plain view of each
other on a dissected plateau formation, separated by a deep "crack™ formed by a small river
flowing into the Debed river. Lunch in Alaverdy.

Continue to Haghpat Monastic Complex (10" century AD- UNESCO) Haghpat Monastery,
also known as Haghpatavank is a medieval Armenian '
monastery complex in Haghpat.

Described as a "masterpiece of religious architecture and a
major center of learning in the Middle Ages"”, this venerable
institution of the Armenian Apostolic Church was placed on
UNESCO's World Heritage List.

The monastery was founded by Saint Nishan (Sourb Nshan) in
the 10th century during the reign of King Abas I.

Drive back to Yerevan. Dinner and overnight in
Yerevan.

Day 4 (Garni / Gegard / Echmiadzin/ Yerevan /) (B/L/D)

Breakfast at Hotel. Geghard Temple (7-12 cc) World
UNESCO Heritage). Garni pagan temple (3" century BC —
World UNESCO Heritage) with king bath roman mosaic.
Vocal concert in Garni. Visit (15-20 minutes walking) %,
private house in Garni vi lgH
traditional bread) making process.
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Lunch in outdoor restaurant/house with a spectacular view to Garni
temple and deep canyon.

Departure to Echmiadzin including the Holly See (303 AD World UNESCO Heritage) -
Echmiadzin is the center of the Armenian Church. It is where the Catholicos Of All Armenians
lives, and the location of the Ejmiatsin Cathedral. St. Hriprime church- is one of the oldest
surviving churches in Armenia. The church was erected by Catholicos Komitas atop the original
mausoleum built by Catholicos Sahak the Great in the year 395 AD that contained the remains of
the martyred Saint Hr i p ® ivho the church was dedicated to. The structure was completed in
the year 618 AD. It is known for its fine Armenian architecture of the classical period, which has
influenced many other Armenian churches since. This church together with other nearby sites is
a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Return to Yerevan. Farewell dinner in a typical Armenian restaurant. Overnight in Yerevan.

Check out from the hotel and transfer to the Airport.
